Mr. Davidson went to Lamberts Customs and
was given a rundown of the issues. Chad has been trying to get a quote from White Ford in Urbana
with no luck. he is also secking a quote from a shop in Lewisburg. most shops offer a 2 year parts
warranty. We have been using New Carlisle’s reserve medic but they needed it back today.
